Pop-Up Bar in Hamburg "Roasters and Baristas" 

The world’s first Coffee Bar run by Roasters and Baristas will open its doors from the 15th of July until the 6th of August 2011. A total number of 11 coffee roasters and several of the worlds best baristas will jointly present themselves to the public. Oliver Trific, owner of Trific restaurant in Hamburg, will open his doors for this ground-breaking concept. Nationally and internationally experienced and well known baristas will operate the bar. Thanks to the sponsors, they can prepare the coffee in a variety of ways. In addition, numerous events around coffee will take place: lectures, trainings and parties. During this time, cooking in the "Trific Restaurant”, will be taken over by chefs of “Kitchen guerrillas” and Oliver Trific. The ultimate goal of the project "Roasters and Baristas" is the cooperation and development in the specialty coffee industry. 

The idea for the project "Roasters and Baristas" was conceived ​​during a coffee trip to Jamaica. It comes from Mario Joka (roestbar Münster) and Andreas Felsen "Pingo" (Quijote coffee). Both roasters belong to a new generation of roasters which are committed to increase the quality of the Specialty Coffee Industry in Germany by innovation and actively promote cooperation. This untypical approach is not yet famous in Germany as it is in Scandinavia and North America, where it has been already successfully tested and was the basis for many spectacular projects (such as in North America, "Coffee Common"). 

For three weeks, the following Roasters will share "Trific" and the attention of the audience: backyard coffee, Black Delight + Quijote Kaffee, Erste Tegernseer Kaffeerösterei, Kaffeemanufaktur Machhoerndl, Kaffeemuseum Berlin , Kaffeerösterei Alber, Mondo del Caffè, PHOENIX COFFEEROASTERS, Rehorik Kaffeerösterei, roestbar Münster, Speicherstadt Kaffeerösterei.

Each of the eleven participating roasters will be present with one espresso and one filter coffee. In addition, all roasters will stop by in person to exchange their views and develop new perspectives. For the professional preparation and an unforgettable atmosphere top baristas have already confirmed their participation. All Baristas at "Roasters and Baristas, no matter if they own championship titles or have international experience, will bring endless enthusiasm for the product and the project. To encourage a wide audience to actively take part in this project and to have a productive dialog, it is up to each visitor of the restaurant, to determine the price for his drink by himself. To be able to confirm participation of as many baristas as possible in this project, the Coffee Bar will always be run by two or three baristas, for a maximum of two days. 80% of the daily income will be shared with the Baristas while the remaining 20% will be spent for Milk, Water, etc. 

In the evenings “Trific” will offer changing Menus, cooking and coffee events. The following are already confirmed as of today, two Barista Jams which will be held on the first and last day of the Project, a water-coffee-tasting, an evening about beer and coffee and barista training. Barista training will be headed by Nora Šmahelová, one of the most successful Baristas in Germany. Since the actual event planning has not even started yet, this program will certainly expand with many exciting events. 

Oliver Trific, who will be on Vacation for the first 14 days of the project, gladly handed over his comfortable and modern Restaurant to Andreas Felsen „Pingo“ and Mario Joka, after he found out about this project. In addition, Oliver himself will have one active week in this project, in which he will offer masterful cooking events in the evenings.

Just as excited as Oliver is, also a lot of companies in the industry are. Therefore, nearly three months before the start of the project already 11 sponsors are confirmed: InterAmerican Coffee, Dalla Corte, KAHLA Porzellan, Speicherstadt Kaffeerösterei, PUR PUR, Black Delight Kaffeerösterei, MAHLKÖNIG, BESTbrew, SOWDEN, cafféstreets und concept-art.
